      Unlike current systems that populate TQM documents from ERP data fields that   

      can be easily manipulated before or after sign-off, GUD documents can be   

      demonstrated to be unaltered with an authenticated electronic signature tied to the 

      actual contents of the document.

· Document sign-off using efficient, secure electronic signatures. 

Unlike current systems, GUD’s proprietary e-signature system does not depend on public-key infrastructure (PKI). Nor does GUD have the associated PKI problems of: high cost and administrative overhead; third-party involvement; electronic key security and update problems; break-downs at the boundaries between organizations; and the necessity of maintaining a secure directory of everyone authorized to issue electronic signatures.

· Document data always kept in its correct context. 

      Unlike current systems that bury data in changeable ERP fields, GUD keeps data    

       locked in the context of the particular documents that give the data meaning.

· Autopopulation of documents from RFID data. 

      Unlike systems requiring manual or bar code input, GUD is also able to support    

      automatic input from RFID data if available.

· Web-based parts-level product history documentation.
